Button B : • Calendar (month, date and day)
display in the time/calendar display.

• Start/stop in the stopwatch func-
t ion.

• Selection of the digits to be ad-
justed in the alarm setting func-
t ion and the t ime/calendar set -
t ing function.

Button C : • Alarm disp lay  in  the  t ime/cal -
endar display.

• Split/Split  release/Reset in the
stopwatch funct ion.

• Sett ing the digi ts  in  the a larm
sett ing funct ion and the t ime/
calendar sett ing function.

• Stopping the a larm in  any dis -
play.

Button  B while keeping button C depressed:
Engagement  and disengagement
of the alarm and the t ime signal .

Button C while keeping button B depressed:
Changeover of the calendar (month
and date) display.

Buttons B & C:
Alarm tes t  in  the  t ime/ca lendar
display.

■ CHARACTERISTICS

1. Time/calendar display:   Hour, minute,
seconds, date, day of the week and month.

2. Automat ic  ca lendar adjustment:   Cal -
endar  ad justs  automat ica l ly  for  odd and
even months except February of leap years.

3. Time indica t ion:   Changeover between
12 -hour  and  24 -hour  ind ica t ions  i s  pos -
s ible.

4. Stopwatch:  24 hour stopwatch with 1 ⁄100
second readout up to 40 minutes and with
1  second readout  a f ter  the  f i rs t  40  min -
u tes .   Sp l i t  t ime  measurement  i s  ava i l -
able.

5. A l a rm :   The  a la rm r ings  a t  the  des ig -
nated hour and minute with “beep,  beep”
for 30 seconds.

6. Hourly t ime signal :   Can be set to ring
every hour on the hour with a single “beep”.

7. Illuminating light (except Cal. W140):
The light evenly il luminates the display in
the dark.

■ DISPLAY AND BUTTON OPERATION

Button A : • Select ion of  the display.
The selection is made in the following order:
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Time/calendar display Stopwatch display
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Time/calendar setting Alarm setting

button “A”
for 2 sec.

■ HOW TO SET THE DUAL CALEN-
DAR DISPLAY

1 Depress button “B” to show the calendar
(month,  date,  and day) display.   The cal -
endar display is shown while button “B” is
kept  depressed.

2 The  month  and  the  da te  change  p laces
with each other  wi th each depression of
button “C” whi le  keeping button “B” de-
pressed.

* In the 12-hour indication, “A” (AM)/“P” (PM)
mark is  d isplayed.   In  the 24 -hour  indica -
t ion,  there is  no indication.

■ HOW TO USE THE STOPWATCH

1 Depress button “A” to show the stopwatch
display.   (The stopwatch indicator  starts
f lashing.)
The stopwatch can measure up to 24 hours
and is displayed in minutes,  seconds, and
1/100 seconds  up  to  40  minutes ,  and in
hours, minutes, and seconds after the first
40 minutes.   (The 1/100 second indicator
f lashes during the f irst  40 minutes.)
When the measurement is  over 24 hours,
the  s topwatch  wi l l  be  rese t  to  “0 :00oo”
and start  counting again.

2 Reset  the digi ts  to  “0:00oo” before using
the  s topwatch .   When the  sp l i t  and  the
stopwatch indicators are flashing, depress
button “B” to check that the stop indicator
starts  f lashing,  and then depress  but ton
“C” twice to reset the digits to zero.

3 When measur ing  a  long  per iod  o f  t ime ,
return the stopwatch to the time/calendar
display af ter  the stopwatch starts  to pre-
vent any possible mistaken operat ion.

* When button “B” or “C” is depressed in the
stopwatch display,  a  s ingle  “beep” sounds
to confirm the operation.

1 Depress button “A” for 2 seconds to act i -
vate the alarm setting function.  (The alarm
set indicator starts f lashing.)

2 Depress button “B” to activate the “Hour”
or “Minute” setting.  The display changes
in the fo l lowing order  with each depres -
sion of  button “B”.

3 One digit (flashing) is advanced with each
depression of  button “C”.   The digits  are
advanced quickly  by keeping button “C”
depressed.

4 After  a l l  the adjustments  are  completed,
depress button “A” to return to the t ime/
calendar display.
(The display returns directly to the t ime/
calendar display and not  to the t ime/cal -
endar sett ing.)

Note: When setting the hour digits,  be sure
to check that the “A” (AM)/“P” (PM)
mark is  correctly set .

■ HOW TO SET THE ALARM

■ HOW TO ENGAGE AND DISENGAGE
THE ALARM AND THE TIME SIG-
NAL

Alarm disp lay

1 Depress button “C” in the t ime/calendar
disp lay  to  show the  a larm disp lay .   The
alarm display is shown while button “C” is
kept  depressed.

2 With each depression of button “B” while
keeping button “C” depressed, the engagement
and disengagement  of  the a larm and the
time signal  are made as fol lows:

Alarm and time signal
are disengaged.

Time signal is engaged.
Alarm is disengaged.

Alarm and time signal
are engaged.

The alarm rings at the designated time for 30
seconds and stops.   However,  the alarm can
be  s topped manual ly  by  depress ing  but ton
“C” in any display.

■ ALARM TEST

Alarm is engaged.
Time signal is disengaged.

The alarm can be tested with a beeping sound
b y  d e p r e s s i n g  b u t t o n s  “ B ”  a n d  “ C ”  a t  t h e
same t ime in the t ime/calendar display.

■ HOW TO STOP THE ALARM

■ HOW TO SET THE TIME/CALENDAR

Time/calendar sett ing
indicator

B

1 Depress button “A” to  act ivate the t ime/
calendar setting function.  (The time/calen-
dar setting indicator and the second digits
start  f lashing.)

2 Selection of the digits to be adjusted (flash-
ing)  i s  made  in  the  fo l low ing  order  by
depressing button “B”.

3 One digit (flashing) is advanced with each
depression of button “C”.   (The digits ex-
cept seconds are advanced quickly by keep-
ing button “C” depressed.)
• Second se t t ing

Depress button “C” in accordance with
a time signal.   The seconds are reset to
“00” and start  immediately.
When the  seconds  count  any  number
from “30” to “59” and button “C” is  de-
pressed,  one minute  is  added and the
seconds are immediately reset  to “00”.

4 After  a l l  the adjustments  are  completed,
depress button “A” to return to the t ime/
calendar display.

Note: When setting the hour digits,  be sure
to check that the “A” (AM)/“P” (PM)
mark is  correctly set .

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■ HOW TO CHANGEOVER THE 12-HOUR
AND THE 24-HOUR INDICATIONS

In  the  ca lendar  or  the  a larm d isp lay ,  each
depress ion  o f  but ton  “A”  changes  over  the
t ime indicat ion display  from the 12 -hour  to
the 24-hour and vice versa.

■ LUMIBRITE WATCH

(dial, hands, buttons, case, bezel,
strap, etc.)

✩ If your watch is a LORUS LUMIBRITE watch,
i t  has fol lowing features.

LORUS LUMIBRITE watches absorb and store
l ight energy from natural  and art i f ic ial  l ight
sources and emit l ight in the dark.  They are
made of  env ironmenta l ly  f r iendly  mater ia l ,
and therefore, are harmless to human beings
and the environment.

• Wi th  a  fu l l  charge ,  LORUS LUMIBRITE
watches glow in the dark hours longer than
conventional luminous watches of this type.
If  exposed to a l ight of  more than 500 lux
(i.e. ,  the brightness of a typical off ice) for
approximately 10 minutes, or direct sunlight
for 2 minutes,  they wil l  glow for hours.

• S ince  LORUS LUMIBRITE watches  emi t
the  l ight  they  s tore ,  the  br ightness  wi l l
decrease gradually over t ime.  The length
of time they will glow may also differ slightly
depending on such factors as the brightness
of and distance from the l ight source used
to charge the watch.

■ ILLUMINATING LIGHT

(except Cal .  W140)

When EL but ton is  depressed and re leased
in  the  t ime/ca lendar  or  s topwatch d isp lay ,
o r  i n  t h e  a l a r m  s e t t i n g  o r  t i m e / c a l e n d a r
setting function, the electroluminescent light
evenly i l luminates the display for  4  seconds
for  easy v iewing in  the dark.

Notes :
1 . The watch works with one battery.   When

t h e  l i g h t  b e g i n s  t o  l o s e  i t s  l u m i n a n c e ,
th i s  i s  an  ind ica t ion  tha t  the  ba t tery  i s
depleted.  We recommend that you change
the battery before the watch i tsel f  s tops.

2 . I f  t h e  l i g h t  i s  u s e d  c o n t i n u o u s l y  f o r  a
l o n g  t i m e ,  t h e  b a t t e r y  l i f e  m a y  b e  l e s s
than the  speci f ied  per iod.

■ ViViDiGi

ViViDiGi is a new type of l iquid crystal panel
that  makes possible various colors and high
contrast .

• Excellent l ight reflection and transmission
make the display bright and clear.

• Various color options are avai lable.
• Ei ther  the  whole  pane l  or  the  d isp layed

data only can be i l luminated.  (Except Cal.
W140)

* Features vary in dif ferent models.

■ BATTERY CHANGE

The miniature battery which powers your watch
should last  as  indiv idual ly  speci f ied below.
However, because it is inserted at the factory,
the  ac tua l  l i f e  o f  the  ba t tery  once  in  your
possess ion  may  be  less  than  the  spec i f ied
period.
Be sure to replace the battery to prevent any
possible malfunction as soon as it runs down.
To replace the battery, we recommend taking
the watch to a local  watch repair shop.

CAUTION

* If  your watch is  200 M/20 BAR, 100 M/10
BAR or 50 M/5 BAR water resistant, it is so
indicated on the dial/case back.

• Do not operate the buttons when the watch
is  wet .

• If  the watch is exposed to salt  water,  rinse
it in fresh water and then wipe it thoroughly
dry .

Cau t i on :
Leather straps are not water resistant except
so indicated,  even i f  the watch head is water
res is tant .

• ALLERGIC REACTION
Because the case and band touch the skin
d i r e c t l y ,  i t  i s  i m p o r t a n t  t o  c l e a n  t h e m
regu lar ly .   I f  no t ,  sh i r t  s l eeves  may  be
stained and those with del icate skin may
deve lop  a  rash .   P lease  wear  the  watch
with some play to avoid any possible allergic
react ion .   I f  you develop  a  rash on your
wrist, stop wearing and consult a physician.

• MAGNETISM
Your  watch wi l l  not  be  a f fected  by  mag-
net ism genera ted  by  household  e lec tr ic
appl iances .

• SHOCKS AND VIBRATIONS
Your watch may be worn for normal sports
act ivi t ies,  but  be careful  not  to drop i t  or
hi t  i t  on hard surfaces .



• TEMPERATURE
Your watch is preadjusted so that constant
accuracy  may be  insured at  normal  tem-
perature .
